STUDENT UNIFORM INFORMATION
All uniform items must be purchased from North Florida Uniform, in St. Augustine.  Mr. Bruce Allen may be reached at (904) 471-3366. Store Hours will be announced shortly in addition to the summer hours for 2012.

Please note: Sunglasses, visible tattoos, tongue or visible body piercings, coats, hats, caps, bandanas, sweatshirts, and vests are not permitted.  School issue caps may be worn after normal class hours.
GIRLS UNIFORMS
Uniform plaid skirt:  The all around length of the skirt should be four inches from the floor when kneeling.  Skirts must be hemmed. Waistbands may not be lowered or rolled.

Uniform shirt:  White St. Joseph Academy polo shirts imprinted with the school logo, in either short or long sleeves is to be worn. Please Note: Older versions of the school shirt may not be worn in 2012-2013. During the winter months, a plain white turtleneck with no logos may be worn under the long sleeve polo shirt and it must be tucked in at all times. Belt or waistband must be visible.

Uniform shorts/slacks:  Navy blue shorts/slacks with St. Joseph Academy logo. Proper hemmed length for shorts is no more than four inches above the knee.

Belt:  Must be worn with shorts/slacks; solid brown, black, or navy.

T-shirt:  A solid white short-sleeved T-shirt with no logos may be worn under the polo shirt.  No colored or imprinted undergarments that may be seen through the uniform shirt are allowed.

Shoes:  Must be solid brown or black leather, cut below the ankle, fully enclosing the foot, with a maximum of 1½” heel.  All boots and athletic shoes are unacceptable.  Shoes are to be worn as designed.
Outerwear:  Uniform items are: sweaters: green cardigan or pullover, fleece jacket or letterman jacket.

Socks, hose or tights:  Socks are to be plain white crew or knee length.  Hose or tights may be worn in lieu of socks and shall be solid white, natural skin tone or navy blue with no design or texture.  Crew socks shall keep the top of the ankle covered at all times; no low cut athletic socks may be worn.  

Jewelry:  Jewelry should be kept at a minimum.  No extreme jewelry or excessive makeup is permitted.  No more than two earrings per ear not to exceed one inch in diameter or length are permitted. Two rings per hand are permitted.

Hairstyles:  Hairstyles should reflect the professional appearance of the uniform.  Completely or partially shaven or dread-lock style haircuts, spikes, excessively gelled hair, and multi-colored or unnaturally colored hair are not permitted.

BOYS UNIFORMS
Uniform shorts/slacks: Navy blue shorts/slacks with St. Joseph Academy logo.  Shorts and pants must fit properly, not to be worn baggy, oversized, or below the natural waistline.  Proper length is that at the time of purchase.  All shorts and slacks must be hemmed correctly.

Uniform shirt:  White St. Joseph Academy polo shirts imprinted with the new logo, in either short or long sleeves is to be worn. Please Note: Older versions of the school shirt may not be worn in 2012-2013. During the winter months, a plain white turtleneck with no logos may be worn under the long sleeve polo shirt only.  Shirts must be tucked in at all times.  Belt and waistband must be visible. 

Belt:  Must be worn with shorts/slacks; solid brown, black or navy.

T-shirts:  A solid white short-sleeved T-shirt with no logos may be worn under the polo shirt.  No colored or imprinted under garment that may be seen through the uniform shirt are allowed.

Shoes:  Must be solid brown or black leather only and cut below the ankle, e.g. loafers, topsiders, or oxfords.  No boots or athletic shoes of any type are acceptable.  Shoes are to be worn as designed.

Outerwear:  School sweaters are the only sweaters that may be worn and must be purchased from North Florida Uniform.  Uniform sweaters include green cardigan, pullover and/or fleece.  Jackets purchased from North Florida Uniform are the only jackets that may be worn.

Socks:  Solid white crew socks must be worn with shorts.  Plain black or navy dress socks or white crew socks may be worn with long pants.  Socks shall keep the top of the ankle covered at all times; no low cut athletic socks may be worn.

Jewelry:  Jewelry should be kept at a minimum.  No extreme jewelry is permitted.  No more than two necklaces, one bracelet per arm and one ring per hand are permitted.

Personal Grooming:  Hair must not touch eyes, ears, or collar.  Hair must be tapered, neat, clean, and well groomed.  Excessively gelled hair and spikes are not permitted.  Partially shaven or dread-lock style haircuts and multi-colored hair are not permitted.  Sideburns may not extend below mid-ear.  Boys must be clean-shaven.  Mustaches and facial hair are not permitted.
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
